PETLAND’S BREEDER REQUIREMENTS

In addition to meeting all USDA criteria, Petland’s breeders also exceed each animal’s 
care requirements and meet strict standards enforced by the U.S. government.

Federal, state and local laws 
regulate Petland’s breeders. 

The state’s department of agriculture 
and the USDA through the Animal 

Welfare Division enforce these laws.  

1   Maintain housing that is 
safe and protected.

3   Work with licensed 
vets to provide expert 

attention to each 
animal’s medical and 

health needs. 

4   Provide fresh food and 
water daily. 

5   Have vet-approved 
exercise and 

socialization plans.

2   Vaccinate dogs against 
major diseases and provide 

parasite prevention.

The U.S. Congress passed the 
Animal Welfare Act.
